Training Regarding Nevada’s Opportunity to Receive the Barrier Removal Fund Grant Through the National Council on Independent Living (NCIL)
Mary-Kate Wells, Director of Programs, NCIL

Mary-Kate Wells from the National Council on Independent Living (NCIL) gave a presentation on the Barrier Removal Fund, a project in collaboration with Centene Corporation. The program provides grants to healthcare providers for accessibility improvements and requires an accessibility site review by local Centers for Independent Living. The project has plans on expanding to Nevada for the first time, with $100,000 available for grants ranging from $500 to $10,000 per provider. Centers for Independent Living discussed their current approaches to medical accessibility advocacy, particularly in rural areas, and expressed interest in participating in 
the upcoming training scheduled for March 18th.
